* During student orientation all students are issued student discount Charlie Cards.
The card enables your son to travel at one half the adult fare with transfers not
included.

* Any student who resides in the city of Boston and lives more than two miles away
is entitled to a free MBTA pass each month. The two mile distance is determined
by the Boston School Department.

* Students who do not receive the free MBTA pass may purchase a yearly pass for
the cost of $200.00. In order to purchase the pass, students must bring in a check
to the Dean’s Office made out to Catholic Memorial during the first week of
school. Please note, Catholic Memorial does not sell the passes but purchases
them for the students.
