MBTA Bus 
 
Catholic Memorial can be easily accessed from the following locations: Ashmont Station, 
Forest Hills Station, Readville (Fire Station), Brighton, Newton, Watertown and Dedham.  
These Bus runs drop off on the Catholic Memorial Property or just across the street from 
the property.  
 

• Forest Hills – The Charles River, Baker/Vermont and Stimson Street buses 
all Service Catholic Memorial.  The buses run every ten minutes and drop off 
across the street from Catholic Memorial. 

• From Dedham – The 36 Bus runs to Spring St, West Roxbury.  It leaves 
Rivermoor St. at 7:19am. 

• From Watertown Yard – The 52 Dedham Mall Charles River Loop drops off 
at Catholic Memorial.  It leaves Watertown Yard at 7:00 am.

Catholic Memorial is a 5-7 minute walk from West Roxbury Station on the Needham

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Fees and Costs for use of MBTA 
 

• During student orientation all students are issued student discount Charlie Cards.  
The card enables your son to travel at one half the adult fare with transfers not 
included. 

 
• Any student who resides in the city of Boston and lives more than two miles away 

is entitled to a free MBTA pass each month.  The two mile distance is determined 
by the Boston School Department.   

 
• Students who do not receive the free MBTA pass may purchase a monthly pass 

for the cost of $20.00 per month.  In order to purchase the monthly pass students 
must bring in a check made out to Catholic Memorial by the last school day of the 
month.   Please note, Catholic Memorial does not sell the passes but purchases 
them for the students.
